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Why Teach Economics?

John Maynard Keynes desa ibes economics as “a method rather than a doctrine, an appar atus of the mind, a technique of
thinkingwhich helps its possessor to draw correct conclusions.”

Because human wants ex ceed resources (we all want more than we can have), children begin to make economic deci-
sions ear ly in their lives. Economicreasoning provides a vital framework within which to make choices - toweigh the
short-term as well as the long-term effects of a decision, and to predict possible unintended outcomes.

Two important ear ly lessons of economics - ther e is no such thing as a fr ee lunch and the sour ce of wealth is the human

mind - help students link school and the wor Id beyond, preparing them to make wise decisions as learners, workers, con-
sumers, money managers, entr epreneurs and voters. Economics provides an essential toolwith which to analyze current

issues and policies, and to understand the complex relationships anong economic, political and moral/cultur al systems.

It offers insights into the seemingly chaotic confusion of human behavior.

Because the impact of economics on lives is pervasive, economic know ledge and skills ar e as essential to young citizens
of an expanding global economy as reading, writing, math and science. Economics informs decisions that change the
course of history, contribute to the development of differ ent for ms of gover nment, shape societies and lead to the dis-
covery of new frontiers. Economic literacy is a prer equisite to responsible citizenship.

A 4th grade student, after completing the Mini-Society economics unit, explains the fundamental importance of eco-

nomic education: “l am just getting r eady for the realworld. Whenwe’rereally grown up we will know what to do be-
forewe start.”
